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Since becoming a charity ten years ago, the ManKind Initiative has always received
requests for information from other organisations who are unaware of the existence of
other groups supporting male victims.

This directory is the first attempt therefore to piece the jigsaw together by listing those
organisations in the UK that either run a bespoke service for male victims or have an
explicit service that is an extension to their existing support for domestic abuse victims.
This not only will help everyone in the sector be aware of the other organisations that
exist but more importantly we hope that it will continue to encourage collaboration and
the spread of best practice and experience.

There may be some organisations missing that we are unaware of and certainly some
organisations did not reply on a number of occasions to the survey that we issued. As
these organisations are in the public domain we have captured them in the section
entitled ‘Others’. We also become aware of some organisations on the cusp of publication
which we also included in this section.

I hope that you find this first directory useful and please do not hesitate to circulate it or
contact us if you wish to add any information or know any organisations that have been

missed. As a charity, we have asked volunteers to produce the directory and we are not
interested in charging for it - that is not the purpose of the work we do - so please feel

free to circulate it to people you work with.

I would like to thank our volunteer researcher Emily Barley for her patience and
determination in putting this together and Mark J Winter for his design.

Lastly, 1 would like to thank you all for supporting male victims of domestic abuse and
the support you give to all victims, the difference you make cannot be summed up in
mere words.
